METRO-NORTH RAILROAD
PARKING RULES & REGULATIONS

1. As a parking permit holder, you are not entitled to a
reserved space. Permit holders must park in desig-
nated permit areas only.

2. At certain Metro-North stations, the demand for
permit parking will exceed the number of permit
spaces available. At these locations, customers who
submitted permit parking applications after the loca-
tion is sold out will be put on a waiting list in the order
in which the applications were received, and notified
when additional permits become available.

3. Permits must be visibly displayed on the rear-view
mirror at all times while vehicle is parked on the
premises.

4. Permit holders may register a second vehicle upon
payment of the appropriate fee. Only one vehicle per
permit may be parked at any given time in the facility.

5. Permit holder is responsible for transferring the
permit between registered, authorized vehicles. Any
transfer of permit between vehicles other than those
registered is prohibited. Permit holder is responsible
for keeping permit and vehicle information up to date.

6. At constrained facilities, only one permit per house-
hold. Customer information must match vehicle
registration.

7. Renewal permits should be acquired from the Parking
Customer Service Center prior to the expiration date.

8. Lost or damaged permits may be replaced for a fee.
Call for information.

9.  Prorated refunds, for 12 month, 6 month, or 3 month
permits only, can be made through the Parking Cus-
tomer Service Center. A $7 administrative processing
fee will be assessed for refunds of more than one per
year per customer.

10. All individuals using the parking facility must observe
all posted rules, regulations and signs of the facility
and also the directions of the Operator and/or Metro-
North Railroad. Violations of these rules will result in
fines and possible loss of permit privileges, boot and/
or tow of vehicle.

11. This agreement is a personal license to the holder of a
permit to enable that person to park the designated
vehicle at this facility at the holder’s sole risk. Only a
license is granted hereby and no bailment is created
with respect to any vehicle, including its contents, on
the premises of the facility. Vehicles should be locked
at all times with personal items secured. Any security
or safety issues should be directed to the MTA Police,
(800) 836-6673.

12. Metro-North Railroad and Allright Transit Services are
not responsible for any loss and damage by fire, theft,
collision or any other cause to any vehicle, or part
thereof or the contents of any vehicle.

13. These parking rules and regulations are subject to
change at the discretion of Metro-North Railroad and
Allright Transit Services.
